2.If the membership contract ends during the contract period due to early cancellation,
termination, or other reasons, the Company will not be responsible.

Article 25 (Basic fee)

Article 27 (Other charges)

Other fees are basic fees, extension fees, and other fees that are announced by the Company
and that members or designated corporate users may request.

Article 28 (Payment of fees)

1.The member shall pay the total amount of fees for the month in which the service was
provided on the payment date designated by the Company for the following month.

(3) Use of shared bicycles in disregard of traffic rules.

(4) Use in parks where entry is prohibited, dangerous areas, or inappropriate locations.

(5) Acts that obstruct the passage of pedestrians, etc.

(6) Modification, removal, or change of bicycle structure, equipment, accessories, etc.

(7) Bicycles are prohibited from being parked in areas stipulated by the ordinance, on private
land for which permission has not been obtained, and in areas that obstruct traffic.

(8) If the vehicle breaks down while driving, forcing the vehicle to continue driving.

(9) Using shared bicycles for various tests or competitions, towing or boosting.
